As far as colour finishes are concerned, the Pietrablu furniture and accessories are available in all 47 colours in the Arblu catalogue, including the three new nuances that enrich the extensive palette: Paprika, Rosso Pompei and Blu Profondo.

Five textures have been developed: 

· Juta, a surface that reproduces the warp and weft of natural jute

· Trendy, a texture reminiscent of the feel of natural stone

· Well, the fascination of the ancient artisan technique of splitting stone

· Woody, the natural materiality of wood

· Easystone, a light texture with a spatula effect

The design that characterises the Pietrablu furniture is a symphony of clean lines and refined details, designed to adapt gracefully to any furnishing style. The furniture’s versatility allows it to be harmoniously integrated into bathroom spaces of various sizes, guaranteeing a perfect combination of aesthetics and practicality. The Pietrablu textures, which can be applied to furniture, tops, washbasins, mirrors, accessories, decorative radiators, panels and shower trays, give maximum freedom to designers. The right solution for every room for a coordinated total look effect of great aesthetic impact, which we call Pietrablu System. 

Another important preview to be revealed at the Salone is the Horizon project, which includes a walk-in shower and the development of bathroom furniture and mirrors. The walk-in system is framed on 4 sides and is characterised by a profile that is not squared but shaped with generous dimensions, with a height that can reach up to the ceiling, a maximum of 3 m, designed as a dividing furnishing element not only for the bathroom area but also for other rooms in the home.
